Seth Berkley joined the GAVI Alliance as CEO in August 2011, as it launched its five year strategy to immunise a quarter of a billion
children in the developing world with life-saving vaccines by 2015.

Prior to joining the GAVI Alliance, Seth was the founder, president and CEO for 15 years of the International AIDS Vaccine Initiative
( 1AVI), the first vaccine product development public-private sector partnership.

Prior to founding IAVI, Seth served as associate director in the Health Sciences Division at The Rockefeller Foundation. He has also
worked for the Center for Infectious Diseases of the U. S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention ( CDC ), the Massachusetts
Department of Public Health and for the Carter Center where he served as an epidemiologist at the Ministry of Health in Uganda.

Seth received his undergraduate and medical degrees from Brown University and trained in internal medicine at Harvard University.

Dr. Tadataka (Tachi) Yamada is Executive Vice-President of Takeda Pharmaceuticals International, Inc. He is a Board Member and chairs
the Corporate Management Operating Committee which oversees all investments in research and development, business
development and in-licensing of Takeda Pharmaceutical Company Limited.

He serves as Chief Medical and Scientific Officer of Takeda Pharmaceutical Company Limited. and Takeda Pharmaceuticals International,
Inc. He was formerly President of the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation Global Health Program. In this capacity he oversaw grants
totaling over $9 billion in programs directed at applying technologies to address major health challenges of the developing world
including TB, HIV, malaria and other infectious diseases, malnutrition and maternal and child health.

Before joining the Gates Foundation Dr. Yamada was Chairman, Research and Development and a Member of the Board of Directors of
GlaxoSmithKline. Before joining GlaxoSmithKline, he was Chairman, Department of Internal Medicine and Physician-in-Chief of the
University of Michigan Medical Center. He graduated from Stanford University with a BA in history and obtained his M.D. from New
York University School of Medicine. Dr. Yamada was born in Japan, and completed his education in the United States.
