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The World after the UN Declaration on Non-Communicable Diseases:
Chronic Disease Control and the NCD Agenda in Developed Nations

The UN Summit on Non-Communicable Diseases (NCD) took place on the 19th —20th September 2011 in New
York, and adopted a declaration calling for a multi-pronged campaign by governments, industry, and civil
society to set up by 2013 the plans needed to curb the risk factors behind the four groups of NCDs —
cardiovascular diseases, cancers, chronic respiratory diseases and diabetes.

By 2030, it is projected that nearly 80% of cancer deaths will be in low and middle income countries, while
advanced nations will face rapid aging of the population, increasing life-style diseases and financial difficulties.
With the paradigm shift in global health, NCD and chronic disease control is emerging as a critical health issue
both in developed and developing countries.

As Japan has led many initiatives in global health, including the fight against infectious disease as well as also
having challenged chronic disease control issues for many years, we are expected to take the initiative to
achieve NCD and chronic disease control in the global context and prepare for the challenges that lie beyond in
the future.

David Warren, HM Ambassador to Japan

David Warren joined the Foreign and Commonwealth Office in 1975, and has spent much of his career dealing with
Japanese and East Asian affairs, in both Tokyo and London. Following two years’ full-time Japanese language study, he
has served twice in the British Embassy in Tokyo, as Private Secretary to the Ambassador and then Second (later First)
Secretary, Economic from 1978 to 1981, and as Commercial Counsellor from 1993 to 1998.

After two years in the early 1980s in the FCO’s Personnel Policy Department, he dealt with EU/Japan trade and
economic relations (and multilateral trade policy issues more generally) in the FCO’s European Community
Department from 1983 to 1986.

From 1987 to 1990, he served as Head of the Political Section in the British High Commision in Nairobi, Kenya. He
returned to London as the Deputy Head of the FCO’s Far Eastern Department from 1990 to 1991. He was seconded to
the Cabinet Office (Office of Science and Technology) for two years from 1991, as the Head of the International
Division, dealing among other issues with UK/Japan science and technology co-operation. Following his second tour of
duty in Tokyo, from 1998 to 2000 he was the Head of the FCO’s China Hong Kong Department.

In 2000, he became one of the Directors and senior management team for the new Government trade promotion
organisation, British Trade International, later UK Trade and Investment, where he spent the next four years in charge
of different aspects of sector and market-oriented international trade development. In 2004, he was appointed
Director, Human Resources, for the FCO, and a member of the FCO Board of Management. He left this post in October
2007, and took up the post of British Ambassador to Japan in July 2008 in succession to Sir Graham Fry.

David was born in 1952, and educated at Epsom College and Exeter College, Oxford, where he read English Literature.
He is married to Pamela, who is a teacher. He is a member of the Japan Society Council and of the Royal Society for
Asian Affairs.

His interests include all aspects of the arts, particularly the theatre and its history.

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Keizo Takemi, Professor, Tokai University School of Political Science and Economics / Senior
Fellow, Japan Center for International Exchange

After graduating with a degree in Political Science from the school’s Faculty of Law in 1974, he earned his Master of
Laws from Keio University in 1976. From 1980, he worked as an assistant in the Department of Political Science in
Tokai University’s School of Political Science and Economics, becoming an associate professor in 1987, and after time
as Deputy Director of the Strategic Peace & International Affairs Research Institute, he assumed the post of
professor in 1995. The same year, he was elected to the House of Councillors representing the Liberal Democratic
Party, and went on to serve 2 full terms. During that time, he served in various prominent government posts,
including Parliamentary Vice-Minister for Foreign Affairs, Chair of the House Committee on Foreign Affairs and
Defense, Senior Director of the House Committee on Health, Labour and Welfare, and Senior Vice-Minister of Health,
Labour and Welfare, as well as such party posts as Deputy Chairman of the party’s Policy Research Council. In
addition, from 1992 to 1993, he was a visiting research fellow at Harvard University’s Fairbank Center for East Asian
Research, and from 2007 to 2009 a Harvard School of Public Health Research Fellow. He has made frequent
appearances as a commentator on foreign affairs and social security issues on television and radio. Since November
2007, at the Japan Center for International Exchange, he has led efforts to promote Japan’s contribution to global
health based on the concept of human security, serving as Chair of the Challenges in Global Health and Japan’s
Contributions study group (2007-09), and since 2009 as Chair of the Executive Committee of the Global Health and
Human Security program. Since 2009, he has served as adviser to the Sasakawa Memorial Health Foundation, and as
professor in the School of Political Science and Economics at Tokai University. Moreover, in the field of global health,
he has served on the United Nations Commission on Information and Accountability for Women’s and Children’s
Health (2010-11), as a Global Health Workforce Alliance Champion (2010-), on the International Advisory Committee
for the Prince Mahidol Award Conference (2009-), and as a member of the World Health Organization Expert
Working Group on R&D Financing (2009-10).
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Hajime Inoue, Executive Director for Healthcare, Chiba Prefecture

After clinical training in pediatrics, he engaged in domestic and overseas health policy at Japan
International Cooperation Agency (JICA), Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare, and World Health
Organization (WHO) among others. He assumed the current assignment in 2009 and focuses on
maintaining healthcare system in Chiba Prefecture, where population is rapidly aging.

Judith Watt is Strategic Consultant to the NCD Alliance and was responsible for directing their advocacy
and communications campaign in the four months up the UN High-Level Meeting on NCDs in September.
She is currently managing the Alliance’s work program and supervising an independent review to identify
future strategic directions. Judith’s background is in tobacco control: at national levels in the UK and in
Australia, where she initiated the National Tobacco Campaign; and at an international level, she has
developed tobacco control grants programs for low- and middle-income countries funded by
philanthropists George Soros and Michael Bloomberg.

Ryoji Noritake is a graduate of Keio University’s faculty of policy management. He is a co-founder of HGPI's
patient advocacy platform. He has directed various projects, including the International Symposium for
Cardiovascular Patients in Japan 2007 collaborated with American Heart Association, Patient University
2008, and Stroke Policy Summit in 2009, and the International Workshop on Clinical Trials 2010 co-hosted
with U.S. Embassy, U.K. Embassy and Korean Embassy in Japan.

Dr. Nagai graduated from the University of Tokyo Graduate School of Medicine in 1974. He has served in a
number of posts including Visiting Assistant Professor at the University of Vermont, US, from 1983,
Professor at the Department of Cardiovascular Medicine, Gunma University Graduate School of Medicine
from 1995, Professor at the Department of Cardiovascular Medicine, the University of Tokyo Graduate
School of Medicine from 1999, and Director of the University of Tokyo Hospital from 2003 to 2007.

Under his leadership, IFPMA launched its ten point NCD Framework for Action around key themes of
innovation, prevention, capacity building and access in June this year. In addition, IFPMA is committed to
an ongoing programme of research. At the UN Roundtable on NCDs in September, David stated about the
first report published from RAND Corporation which analyses the obstacles to access for NCD medicines
and healthcare in the developing world, and the priority for overcoming those barriers. IFPMA now plans
to undertake more detailed research in areas identified by RAND to identify concrete proposals for action.
