In Japan, Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR) has become a major challenge for many medical facilities, with cases of community-acquired
drug-resistant infections on the rise nationwide. Japan enacted its National Action Plan on Antimicrobial Resistance in April 2016. Since
FY2016, HGPI has worked to contribute to the advancement of policies and concrete implementation of measures to combat AMR.
